CAPED 2010 Conference – Theme of Transitions: A Big Success!
CHIIP was proud to be a co-sponsor of the 2010 California Association on Postsecondary Education and Disability (CAPED) Conference.  The Conference and related meetings were held at the San Jose Hilton from October 23-28.  
One of the highlights from this year's event was a Sunday All-Day Pre-Conference Session entitled “The ADA and Section 504 in Higher Education: Understanding the Laws and Their Impact on Your Campus”.  This session featured presenters Paul Grossman, nationally known attorney with the Office of Civil Rights and Ralph Black, long time disability advocate and former Chief Counsel, Ca. CHIIP Youth Resource Mapping: Collectively addressing the issues facing youth with disabilities in transition

On October 12, 2010 CHIIP brought together youth members of its youth transition advisory committee and several organizations/agencies who provide transition services or strategic plans for improving services for youth with disabilities.  In an effort to increase coordination between services, programs, and plans, presentations were given by various agency and organization representatives on the topics of youth transition.  After discussions about the current landscape of issues facing transition-aged youth with disabilities, certain themes were identified and discussed, including a need for:

· More effective information sharing: We need to find a way to share information on all the different programs, services and activities going on across California.

· More efficient data sharing: A need was discovered for the use of common data language and a more effective ability to share data.

· Better coordination between agencies and activities: California is fragmented and siloed and this creates difficulties for effective coordination.

· More resources: The idea was raised about the fact that California does not receive its fair share of funding compared to other states and how this is impacting transition related services.

· More youth involvement: It was agreed by all involved that more youth involvement is needed at all levels.

Success-defined: A student-centered planning program

The MIND Institute at the UC Davis Center for Excellence in Developmental Disabilities recently hosted two transition-centered planning events targeting youth with intellectual disabilities and autism and their families.  This project, designed to educate and empower students, had over 40 attendees and encouraged student/parent teams to work on transition planning.  Tools and information were provided on disability history, building leadership skills, and community resource development goals and encouraged students to provide input as they prepare for their life after high school. This project was uniquely designed for high school juniors and seniors with developmental disabilities within the Alta California Regional Center area and will include ongoing follow-up and support provided to the students and their families.
